
Systems engineering has already seen tremendous job growth 
in the last four years alone, and that trend is likely to continue.

With the rise of new technologies and an increasingly independent young workforce, 
entrepreneurship-related jobs are expected to increase 15.7% by 2020.

As the internet of things continues to grow, it’s no secret that cybersecurity will see exponential growth in all 
economic sectors. This �eld is currently growing at 3-5 times the rate of other rapidly growing industries.  

The Bureau of Labor Statistics projects that healthcare will add the largest number of jobs 
(of any industry) by 2020, with growth estimated at 4.1 million jobs, or 26%. Part of this is due to 

a growing U.S. population, and 40% growth in the number of people ages 65 and older.

These systems engineering jobs saw double digit growth between 2010 and 2014.
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With 23% of engineers currently over the age of 55, 
job growth is likely to surge in the next ten years 
as the current crop of engineering professionals 

retires from the workforce.
